They don't get eaten 
because the flowers are so tall and 

away from the traps.

Hawk Moth
Hawk Moths are great pollinators.

They are nighttime pollinators. 
They commonly pollinate the

Century Plant.

Cacao Midge
These tiny flies called Cacao Midges are 

the ONLY pollinator of Cacao Trees.
Cacao trees are the plants that give us 

cacao pods to make chocolate.

Pipevine Swallowtail
Pipevine Swallowtails lay their eggs on

Dutchman's Pipevine. After the caterpillars 
hatch, they will eat the leaves until they

are ready to form a chrysalis.

Moss Bugs
Moss Bugs or Peloridiidae often

live and feed on mosses. They are
native to Patagonia, New
Zealand, and Australia.
